IRISH MULTICHANNEL ACQUIRES SUIR NORE RELAYS

Earlier this week Irish Multichannel, signed a 3 year contract worth US$20million with US-based Tellabs, whose CABLESPAN platform will enable IMC to provide a high speed bundled service package comprising telephony, data and cable TV to its residential and business cable customers. IMC was recently awarded both broadband and narrowband licences and currently provides telephony services to approximately 5,000 customers. 
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
